California Constitution Resolution (passed by CFT Executive Council)
Whereas the passage of the budget of the state of California requires the agreement of 2/3 of the members of the legislature; and

Whereas this requirement has had the result of making it possible for a minority of elected legislators to obstruct the will of the majority of the legislature and the people that they represent; and

Whereas there are only a handful of states that maintain this requirement; and

Whereas the purpose of government is to protect the citizenry, care for the elderly, the most vulnerable, the feeble, the sick, and the needy and to educate the people of the state; and

Whereas the existing financial crisis requires that additional revenue be provided for programs that have already been reduced and are not adequate to perform these functions and meet the needs of the people of the state;

Therefore be it resolved that the CFT (with its Education Coalition partners) join or start an initiative campaign to change the California Constitution to permit the passage of a budget with a simple majority vote.
