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Recommendation to Establish a Single Subject Teaching Authorization in Foundational-Level General Science and Adoption of Subject Matter Standards
The Commission on Teacher Credentialing unanimously acted to create a single subject credential in Foundational-Level General Science and establish the related standards. They did so over my objection that the examination route would not be adequate to the full knowledge needed to teach these levels of science. Both an approved program and an examination route were adopted, as was the legal language for amending Title 5 regulations.  The new credential will authorize holders to provide services as follows:

(1) Grades twelve and below, including preschool, and in classes organized primarily for adults

· (A) Introductory and general science

· (B) Introductory life science

· (C) Introductory physical science

(2) Grades preschool, and kindergarten through eight

· (A) Integrated science

The process will include a Public Hearing on the new Title 5 regulations that has been scheduled for October 7.

Adoption of Career Technical Education Program Standards

A field survey on the Career Technical Education (CTE) Program Standards administered online was conducted by the CTC staff.  Based upon the input, no changes were made in the original CTE documents. These standards were the result of the work of a stakeholder group with CTC staff assistance. The Program Standards represent the requirements necessary to complete the Career Education credential.  The Commission approved the Standards as presented.

Update on the Implementation of the 2003 Administrative Services Credential Standards

The Commission in 2003 adopted new administrative credentialing standards and these standards are required in credentialing programs.  The Commission is now taking a second look at these standards. Are the standards adequate to prepare administrators to be capable of addressing the needs of all learners, including English learners? How do the current standards relate to the California Professional Standards for Educational Leaders and to the Interstate School Licensure Consortium? Is the Commission's adopted examination for a Preliminary Services Credential appropriate and effective? I voiced my concerns regarding the classroom experience, special education, and English learner knowledge base for administrators. The Commission directed the staff to develop a plan for addressing these and several related concerns.  This subject will return at the October meeting for further discussion and direction.
