Resolution on Proposition 13
Whereas the California education system was once a model for the nation in providing high quality public education for student with early childhood through university; and

Whereas the present budget crisis has demonstrated clearly that the present method of providing financial support for California’s education system is inadequate and does not fund the necessary amount needed to properly educate the students of the state; and

Whereas the amount of money allocated the school system under the best of circumstances still leaves California behind 45 of the 50 states of the nation in the ranking of the yearly average expenditure per student; and

Whereas it has been thirty years since the passage of Proposition 13; and

Whereas Proposition 13 has allowed for the protection of a certain group of homeowners, primarily homeowners who do not sell their homes, but it has also allowed businesses and corporations to avoid the payment of increased property taxes for over thirty years;

Therefore be it resolved that CFT begin to discuss with our allies the feasibility of an initiative campaign to rewrite Proposition 13 with the goal of creating a split roll tax that will remedy this serious problem and help raise the necessary revenue for the state’s education system.
